figures. This shift reflects changing attitudes towards women and their role in society, as
well as a growing awareness of the need for more diverse and equitable representation in
all forms of art.

In the early days of street art, women were often depicted as passive, sexualized
objects, their bodies used to sell products or attract attention. This type of representation
was seen as a reflection of the societal norms and values of the time, which valued women
primarily for their beauty and sexual appeal.

However, as street art has become more mainstream and its audience has become
more diverse, artists have begun to depict women in a wider range of roles and positions.
Women are now often depicted as strong, powerful, and dynamic figures, challenging
traditional gender norms and inspiring others to do the same.
