The geology, plants and animals of Australia are unique. They reflect the fact that
Australia has been isolated from other continents for 50-80 million years. Australian
human society is also unique. The oldest continuing culture on Earth is that of the First
Australians the so-called “Australian Aboriginal” people. Genetic studies suggest that their
ancestors arrived at the continent 50,000-60,000 years ago. Conversely, European arrivals
have been relatively recent. Between 1606 and 1688, Dutch, Spanish, British navigators
briefly explored the Northern and North-Western shores, close to Papua New Guinea and
Indonesia.

British colonization of Australia began with Lieutenant James Cook’s 1770 exploration
of the entire East Coast where the soil, rainfall and climate were seen to be much better
than the more barren North-West Coast. Great Britain originally transported convicts to
the United States of America. When the USA separated from the British Empire, the East
Coast of Australia was chosen as the site of a new British penal colony, a place to which
convicted criminals could be transported. The “first fleet” of eleven ships arrived in Sydney
Harbour in 1788. Without asking the Indigenous people, they established a new British
Colony “New South Wales” consisting of the entire Eastern half of the continent. The city
of Sydney is located at this site. The name “Sydney” was taken from the then-recent Home
of the Secretary of Great Britain, Lord Sydney. Between 1788 and 1900 this colony was
broken up into several smaller colonies. The Federation of all colonies into the sovereign
State of the Commonwealth of Australia was established in 1900.
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
