Dance music should have its value. If they prefer to live together in a choreographic
work, it is undoubtedly not to enslave each other but for mutual support, for the
multifaceted illumination of the ideas and images they have come up with together. Even
a choreographic composition without a plot to music not intended for dance not only
«expresses» or «reveals» the content of the music but also emphasizes, clarifies, if you like,
and narrows it down. Based on this, the composition often has more or less clear plot
characteristics. Musical and dance forms such as plot and interlude flourish when dance is
connected with music and emerges.

Choreography and the art of music are undoubtedly interrelated. Music provides
emotional and symbolic content and affects the entire choreographic work’s drama,
structure, and rhythm of dance movements. It is clear that choreography in no case
becomes a prisoner of music, becoming its structural and rhythmic copy. It always damages
the image and the dramatic content. Dance and music complement each other, and they
are self-sufficient.
