The aim of this article is to investigate the history of the emergence and
development of the estate of Natalivka, to determine the current state and
prospects of using the monument.

Research methodology. The article used general scientific and
specially historical methods. Historical Methods: chronological, historical—
comparative.

Results. Kharitonenko family is one of the best known in Sumskyi region.
Men of this family got a descendant nobility thanks to labor. Kharitonenky
were well-known patrons and art collectors.

One of the pearls of Slobozhanshchyna was Natalivka manor, built
in various architectural styles. The estate was founded in the nineteenth
century. The main components of the ensemble are the manor house, auxiliary
buildings, a park, a church. The main house has not survived until our time,
there are only his photographs of the early twentieth century. The park of a
manor house with unique old trees still remains the subject of national pride
of Ukraine.

The estate church has unusual architecture. It is too remains to this day,
and still works. The large dome makes the building of unusual size look like a
fairy house. Unique is sculptural ornaments on the walls.

The farmstead suffered greatly during the years of revolution and war.
After partial restoration, the objects of the ensemble are not used in any way.
Although the state of preservation allows to create a family museum on the
territory of the estate monument.

The state is included in the excursion route «The Estates of
Slobozhanshchynay.
