The birth of alternative tourism was due to high criticism for mass
tourism and its negative effects on destination areas. Alternative tourism
emphasized the idea of preserving social, natural and historical assets of
tourist destinations. Hence, it was considered as the main factor in tourism
development. As a consequence of alternative tourism, the concept of sus-
tainable tourism was used as the main goal for tourism development.

Nowadays, all travellers who do not undertake a normal type of vaca-
tion are lumped together under the general heading of alternative tourism.
Some really do appear to suggest that anything other than mass tourism
should be graced with the alternative label. There are a number of themes
that recur in many discussions on alternative tourism. Firstly, alternative
tourism is applied to tourism which does not damage the environment, is
ecologically sound, and avoids the negative impacts of many large-scale
tourism developments undertaken in areas which have not previously been
developed. Secondly, alternative tourism is thought to consist of smaller
scale developments, or attractions for tourists which are set in villages or
communities and organized by them. These are seen as having fewer nega-
tive effects - social or cultural - and a better chance of being acceptable
to the local people than mass tourism. Thirdly, there is the question of
who benefits. Certain kinds of tourism are called alternative because they
are not exploitative of the local people, because the benefits flow to local
