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WHO DO PALEOLITHIC ANTHROPOMORPHIC
SCULPTURES DEPICT

Annotation. The article is devoted to the new view for purpose of Palaeolithic
woman’s statues, which are wide spread from Europe to Siberia. Author analy-
ses the composition of statuettes and considers that they were designed for
horizontal observation. All women were in the position lying on the back. This
position and some additional circumstances tell that statuettes represent dead
women. Hereby, anthropomorphic Palaeolithic statuettes have got straight rela-
tion to funeral cult. This fact confirms early reconstructions of the Paleolithic
funeral’s cult.
