ANNOTATION

The main factor behind creating this work is my curiosity and research into Ukrainian art of the
1930s-1940s, where | delve into the symbols of those years and my own symbols. The idea for the
project emerged during a blackout caused by Russia's shelling of our energy infrastructure. The concept
revolves around the idea that the work can be viewed in two states: with projection and without it.

The central figures in the artwork are two characters, a woman and a man, who are peasants
symbolizing Ukrainians of the past and future. The main symbols of the composition are a large
Suprematist cross, which has already become a symbol of today's war between Russia and Ukraine, and
a red Suprematist sun as a symbol of rebirth but also the significant burden that has fallen upon
Ukrainians.

The main object is a large white building depicted in cross-section with large pipes protruding from its
roof, resembling modern power plants. The second part involves a projection onto the white building.
Essentially, it's an abstract part that combines the present and the past of Ukrainian existence. It is also a
recurring dream. In the projection, the main goal for me is to find the right form for such a nightmare
where everything is mixed, similar to a bad dream.
